Less than two months left to deadline for
users of chemicals to inform suppliers

As stated on the Echa website on
the 19th of September 2009, there
are less than two months left for the
Downstream Users of chemical sub-
stances to inform their suppliers of

the use they make of the substance.

The deadline, 30 November 2009
applies only if the substance needs

to be registered before 1 December
2010.

All users of chemicals should inform
their suppliers about their use of a
substance if they want the supplier
to consider the use in relation to the
registration. Before informing the
supplier, they are advised to check
the use mappings prepared by their
revelant industry association,
and/or any communication from
their supplier about the uses he in-
tends to cover . Alternatively, they
can assess later the use and fulfill
the related duties themselves.

If the users do not communicate

their use and it is not covered by
their supplieros
ios, they will eventually need to
prepare a Chemical Safety As-
sessment themselves once the
substance has been registered.
They need to provide the infor-
mation in writing to their supplier
on both the use and the condi-
tions under which the substance
is used. ECHA has published a
Fact Sheet that provides back-
ground information and further
details about the Downstream
Usersd right t o
pliers of the use they make of
the substance. In addition, there
is REACH guidance available, and
tools have been developed by
industry to help them. Industry
associations may also assist.

EU to review nanomaterials

According to a EurActiv article
published on Tuesday 13 October,
the EU executive plans to respond
positively to the European Parlia-
ment's call for a number of EU
policies and regulations covering
health and environmental safety
issues related to nanomaterials to
be reviewed.

During a nanoregulation confer-
ence on 9 October, Environment
Commissioner Stavros Dima said
that the Commission will review all
relevant legislation within two
years to ensure safety for all appli-
cations of nanomaterials in prod-

ucts with potential health, envi-
ronmental or safety impacts over
their life cycle. He added that
many different Commission ser-
vices must contribute in response

to the broad range of requests.
The statement represents the first
response to MEPs' call for a clear
regulatory and policy framework
on nanomaterials.

Public consultation on simplification of EU
financial rules until 18th of December

The European Commission wants
to facilitate the EU financial regula-
tions and all citizens and organiza-
tions are welcome to contribute to
this process of simplification via a
public consultation.

As part of its second revision of
the financial rules for EU -funded
programmes, the European Com-
mission launched a public consul-
tation inviting beneficiaries and
managers of public funds to send
in their views on how to make the
rules for grants and contracts
more effective for everyone. The
open consultation is an opportunity
for all interested parties to share
their practical experience so the
Commission can, among other
things, improve access to grants
and simplify its own handling of
financial files. This is especially im-
portant as the EU begins to pre-
pare the ground for a new genera-
tion of programmes in 2014.

It firstly looks at improving the

process of public calls for propos-
als in the award of grants. Experi-
ence here has shown that proce-
dures are often too long and cum-
bersome. The consultation is an
opportunity to express opinions

and suggest concrete improve-
ments.

European and American mayors want to
increase regional climate change cooperation

According to an
Agence Europe article
from the 8th of Octo-
ber 2009, Vice -
President of the US
Conference of Mayors
Elizabeth B. Kautz
met CoR President
Luc Van den Brande
and Energy Commis-
sioner Andris Pie-
balgs, invited by the
Committee of the Re-
gions (CoR), to take
part in the high -level
debate on climate
change on 7 October,
to discuss how best to
improve cooperation

Carbon capture and storage: essential
element of global plan to fight climate change

According to an
Agence Europe article
from the 14th of Octo-
ber 2009, at a meet-
ing in London for the
third ministerial meet-
ing of the Carbon
Capture and Storage
Forum, Commissioner
Andris Piebalgs and
the ministers of 21
countries lent their
support to carbon
capture and storage
(CCS) technology as a
"key component" of
the international plan
to fight climate
change. Shortly be-
fore the climate con-
ference in Copenha-
gen, the ministerial
declaration calls for
support for large -scale
projects, for an ex-

change of informa-
tion and for a rein-
forcement of capacity
in CCS, a technology
which helps to re-
duce emissions from
the combustion of
fossil fuels by large
emitters by capturing
CO2 and storing it
underground. "Public
authorities must con-
tinue to support pro-
moting the develop-
ment and deploy-
ment of CCS tech-
nologies if we want
to be successful in
fighting climate
change. However, it
is also time for sig-
nificant private sec-
tor investments in
order to commercial-
ise  demonstration

projectso,
balgs. It is worth not-
ing that since the
European Council of
December 2007, the
EU has put together a
full raft of legal aid,
financial and industrial
measures for the de-
velopment of CCS
technologies, including
the "CCS" directive,
the framework for
state aid to protect
the environment, and
financial support of
al.05 billi
onstration projects.
